THE WHITE WINES

Rocheburg Chenin Blanc 2010 £13.50

A good example of South Africa’s classic grape, an abundance of tropical and citrus fruit, this fresh, dry
white is excellent everyday drinking.

Riesling Schmitt Séhne 2009 £13.50

Medium in style with lots of fruit, this wine is a great alternative to other German wines.

Mezzora Pinot Grigio Garganega 2009/10 £13.95

Produced from grapes grown in the beautiful hills north of Verona, flavours of pears and summer peaches,
gives a dry, fresh and stylish wine.

Peter Lehmann ‘Weighbridge’ Chardonnay 2008/09 £14.95

A classic Chardonnay, sourced from premium South Australian vineyards, it has vibrant flavours of peach
and citrus fruit and is made in a well-rounded easy drinking style.

Cune Monopole ‘Dry White’ 2009 £14.95

ROSE

Sutter Home White Zinfandel ‘Blush’ 2009 £13.50

Stylish medium dry wine from one of the better 'Napa Valley’ producers, known as a ‘blush’ wine having
been left in contact with the red grape skins, medium dry in style — a delicious aperitif.

Casal Mendes Rosé 2009 £14.50

This crisp, fresh Portuguese rosé is excellent summer drinking.

Rioja El Coto 2009 Rosé £15.50

One of the Rhone’s finest wines; many different grape varieties go to make this rich complex yet mellow
wine and this example is from one of the top producers Monsieur Jéréme Quiot.
